The purpose of the Congress is to expand and strengthen professional contacts between specialists from Russia and other UIS countries, the Baltic States and the International Community working in the field of protecting  socio-psychological and mental health of children, adolescents and youth, to exchange practical experience and organize international and interdisciplinary creative interaction.
